          To compilation of directory of academic institution in latur city,  A  questionnaire was designed for 

collection of data. 

Total 637 questionnaires were distributed out of which 119 questionnaires were sent to higher learning 

institutions and 518 questionnaires were sent to lower learning institutions. The questionnaire was 

distributed in the month of .April  2017. Respondents were given one month time to complete it and send 

it back to the research. After persistent follow up and personal visit of respondents to the institutes 

concerned 69 (50 %) questionnaires from higher learning institutes respondents and 446 (86 %) 

questionnaires from lower learning institute’s respondents were received. Total 515 (80.84%) 

questionnaires were received. This analysis is based on these questionnaires.
